UNIFORM REGULATIONS:
	BERET
	The beret is to be worn squarely on the head, two fingers above the eyebrows, with the flash over the left eye and right side of the beret pulled down. 

	HAIR
	The hair must be cut in a neat manner with the sideburns not exceeding the bottom of the earlobe.

	CORD
	The cord is to be worn underneath the epaulette of the right shoulder.

	SHIRT
	The shirt is to be worn with all buttons buttoned, except for the top button, and is tucked into the pants free of all stains and Irish pennants.

	PANTS/TROUSERS
	The pants are to be worn free of all dirt and dust, and neatly pressed for the crease.

	PISTOL/WEB BELT
	The web/pistol belt is worn around the waist, going through all the pant loops, covering the top of the pants, with the buckle/clip aligned to the gig line. 

	SHOES
	The shoes are worn free of all dirt and dust, neatly shined all around the leather, with the laces tucked inside the top of the shoes.
